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Race Chairman Report

Had been following wind past few days before the 4th of
July, Branch Long Distance Race, and it
looked very bleak. Was a large high cell
squatted right over Texas with some 4
slight east-west movement, and we /=
were experiencing some very light air [
days. On July 2nd had practically no |
wind, but Dave Sanford had some
encouraging news. Wind was forecast to
be south at 10-20 mph on the 3rd, while
diminishing to 10-15 mph on the 4th of July.
Luckily the reverse occurred, with great winds for our
10:00AM start on Saturday the 4th.

Dave and | had explored area around Crane's Mill.
Actually a string of buoys were strung across narrow part
of lake, close to power plant. Found area off Potter's
Creek was quite shallow, well off shore. Decided to place
furthest mark up stream at entrance to Crane's Mill
Marina well away from north shore. Took GPS reading at
this point and compared to our previous GPS reading
where RC boat would be anchored. Distance was 4.2 NM.
We next went up south side of lake for placement of
windward mark location, if forecasted south wind would
hold. Distance found to be 1.3 NM back to were RC boat
would be anchored. Dave got up early next morning, the
4th, and placed marks, start-finish line, anchored RC boat
and took me and Lee Woodbury out to RC boat after
Skippers Meeting. Dave was also helped by Tim Biggers
on Chase boat. Now that is what | would call great help!
I've always said that | have the best job at LCYC, very
little actual work, great helpers, and love being on water
and watching you guys compete. Ring side seat for the
best show in town.

Because the 4th of July race is supposed to be a Long
Distance Race, named after Dr. Charles Branch, long
time member, great sailor, had a Cal-25 for a number of
years. In fact, they were our first keel boat fleet. About 10
of us early members purchased them at about the same
time. Chris Nichols Cal-25, was one of the original ones.
My number was 1134, can remember, because my son
called it hell backwards.(4-h,3-E,1-1,1-1). Can just see that
beautiful Cal-29, that belonged to Lloyd Lindsey. That
was the fastest and really beautiful boat on Canyon Lake.
Lloyd and Fred were not members of LCYC at that time,
but when that Cal-29 showed up, only thing we saw was
their transom. Lloyd had a Cal-25 when stationed in
Hawaii, so Fred grew up sailing one. Charles always liked
long races, so the 4th of July race is supposed to be
longer than your average race.

Keel boats given a 19.4 NM
course, Board boats given a 11.0 NM course.

Actual start of keel boats, 10:05 AM, board boats at 10:10
AM. The 2 Cats were started with the keel boats. No one
was over early and all made fairly good starts. Fred
Lindsey and Tom Geis pulled away from rest of keel
boats, as well as Barry Parkoff. Hans Kohler was single
handing his Hobie 21 and was ahead of Michael Acquart
in his Stilleto-27, only to capsize just before completing
rounding of upwind leg of long course.

Materials : Materials (insulation sheets, ductape and a
kneeling pad) will be provided by the Club. Teams may
NOT add any other structural materials to those supplied
by the Club. Teams are encouraged to "Theme" and
decorate their boat, at their expense.

Theme: Each boat should have a theme. The better the
theme, the more elaborate the theme, the more points will
be awarded by the Judges.

Design and Assembly : The boat must be a "sit in"
vessel. "Sit on" designs (such as surfboards, and

look -a-likes) are prohibited . Boats may be designed
prior to the competition, but must be completely built on
the Superdock during the competition. Only hand tools
may be used in building the boat. Teams should bring box
cutters and other hand tools needed to build their boat.
Tools will not be provided by the Club.

Paddles for each boat are the responsibility of the
team and not the club, so remember to bring them to
the event. It will be a long race by hand paddling!

The Ductape Regatta : The race will be in the LCYC
lagoon. The regatta course will be set during the
competition and posted on the Superdock. Life jackets
are required for all racers. The racer must be a member
of the Team (e.g., the D dock team racer must have a
boat on D dock, or be a family member with a boat on the
dock). In the event of a tie, a "final heat" will be
conducted.
